Subject to clause 21.24 of the Constitution, all of the provisions 

of the Constitution in relation to a proxy apply to a 

representative to the extent possible. 

 
Definition of Current Producer 

** Under the Constitution to be a Current Producer, you need to 

have transacted the Minimum Business (determined by Board 

Policy under clause 13.12 of the Constitution).  Currently, the 
Minimum Business Policy criteria are:  

o $10,000 in Produce sold to MG and/or supplied to MG and 

sold on consignment either:  

 in any one year in the rolling three year period before 
the meeting; or  

 on average over the rolling three year period before the 

meeting.   

o Amount is calculated excluding GST and hire equipment 
(crates and bins etc).   

o Applies to all Produce.   

o Period to be a 1 July to 30 June year.
